In 1810, the Chumash people called the land 
now known as the Alisal Ranch, “Nojoqui,” 
or “Honeymoon Place.”

The Alisal Ranch, 
located near Solvang in 
California's Santa Ynez 
Valley, is a 10,000-acre 
guest and working cattle
ranch with a rich history. Once part of the 
13,000-acre Rancho Nojoqui granted to Raimundo 
Carrillo in 1843, it thrived during the Gold Rush as 
cattle became a key food source. After changing 
hands multiple times, it was bought by H.W. Pierce 
in 1868, renamed Alisal, and later acquired by 
Charles Perkins in 1927, who also raised racehorses. 
The guest ranch opened in 1946 and became a 
celebrity retreat. Today, Alisal offers rustic 
accommodations and numerous outdoor activities.

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The history of Alisal Ranch in the Santa Ynez Valley 
dates back to 1810 when the land was inhabited by 
the Chumash people, who called it "Nojoqui," 
meaning "Honeymoon Place." Later, settlers arrived 
and renamed the region "Alisal," which translates to 

"grove of sycamores."

On July 16, 1946, Alisal Ranch officially opened as a 
luxury guest ranch, accommodating up to 30 guests.
Since then, Alisal Ranch has evolved into a 
renowned destination, maintaining its Western 
charm while offering modern amenities. It has 
welcomed numerous celebrities and families over 
the years and continues to operate as a working 
ranch, offering guests a taste of the "Old West" 
alongside activities like horseback riding, golf, and 
fishing.
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
